1. Nomination Process
· Nomination request to be sent to the president, chief development officer and chief public relations contact

· Nomination package from our member institutions will consist of a letter from the campus president, a one-page biography, and a high-resolution photo (preferably JPEG or PNG electronic file format)

2. Number of honorees per year: One 
3. Honoree must be present to receive the award (Please do not notify your nominee prior to selection of award recipient)
4. Criteria: (Letter and bio should include responses to the following items)
· Commitment of time and effort to the work of the campus board of trustees over an extended period

· Outstanding leadership in board effectiveness

· Strong role in enhancing the academic and financial well-being of the institution

· Exhibition of a student-centered focus, acting as an ambassador for students from recruitment to graduation

· Service above and beyond normal board service
5. Selection Process by OFIC:
· Provide nominations to Hall of Excellence Selection Committee in December
· Selection committee will choose one honoree and alternates when they meet to select inductees by mid-January
· The OFIC president will notify the campus president of their trustee’s selection

· The campus president will notify the honoree and confirm their availability to attend the Evening of Excellence event on April 22, 2020 in Columbus.
